The incremental
$8.1 trillion requirement is
driven primarily by the power
sector, followed by industry
and transport, reflecting the
capital-intensive nature of
deep decarbonisation.

INDIA'S STEEL EXPORTS will
continue tobeimpacted by the
European Union’s (EU) carbon
taxand import quotas,and the
government will take steps to
help the sector, the steel secre-
tary said on Monday.

The comments come days
afterIndiaand the EUsigneda
trade deal, which slashed tar-
iffs on several sectors but left
the bloc’s carbon border tariff,
called carbon border adjust-
ment mechanism, intact.
Indian steel mills ship roughly
two thirds of their total exports
to Europe.

“With European Union’s
CBAM and tariffs, quotas and
other challenges, exports will
remain a problem and we will
have to take action,” said Steel
Secretary Sandeep Poundrikat
an event in New Delhi.

India has sharply criticised
the world-first CBAM policy
since it was announced by the
EU in 2021, saying the levy
could hamper trade in steel.

Since January, the regula-
tory framework brought in by
the EU has led to fees on
imports of steel, cement and
other goodswhose production
results in high levels of carbon
emissions.India’s steel exports
to Europe are expected to fall

integration with global capital
markets, India could mobilise
around $16.2 trillion by 2070.
To support this scale-up, the
report strongly recommends
establishing a dedicated
National Green Finance Insti-
tution to mobilise, aggregate,
and deploy capital for the
transition.

Even under these assump-
tions,a financing gap of $6.53
trillion remains.

2022-23.

India has already made
measurable progress. The
study noted that the country
has reduced the emissions
intensity of its GDP by 36%
from 2005 levelsand achieved
50% non-fossil fuel power
capacity five years ahead of its

Domestically, this will
require deepening the corpo-
rate bond market from ~16%
of GDP in 2023 to ~30% by
2070and increasing the finan-
cialisation of household sav-
ings from about 60% in 2023
to 75% by 2070.

Energydemand isexpected
to rise sharply, driven by cool-
ing,industry,and data centres,
with cooling alone accounting
for nearly two-thirds of resi-
dential energy demand.

PLI for specialty steel: MoUs
worth 11,887 crore signed

THE CENTRE ON Monday
launched the third round of its
Production Linked Incentive
(PLI) scheme for specialty steel,
signing memorandum of
understanding (MoU) with 55
companies that have commit-
ted toinvest 11,887 crore in
new downstream capacity by
2030-31.

Steel and Heavy Industries
Minister HD Kumaraswamy
and Minister of State Bhupathi
Raju Srinivasa Varma under-
scored the need for companies
to execute projects within
agreed timelines.

The schemewithatotal out-
lay of 6,322 crore aims to add
about 26 million tonnes (MT) of
specialty steel capacity over the
next fewyears.

“So far, the PLI scheme has
attracted investment commit-
ments  worth 343,874
crore...and is expected to add
14.3 million tonnes of new spe-
cialty steel capacity in India,’
Kumaraswamy said.

Thelatest tranche,called PLI
1.2, represents the third round
of incentives under the scheme
and covers 85 projectsacross 22
product sub-categories, includ-
ing steel grades forstrategicsec-

The specialty steel PLI
schemewasfirstclearedin 2021
to promote manufacturing,
attract capitaland support tech-
nology upgrades in down-
stream segments of the steel
sector.Under PLI1.0,companies

crore with an expected 7.9 mil-
lion tonnes of additional pro-
duction capacity and 14,760
directjobs.

The second round, PLI 1.1
launched in January 2025,was
expected to draw about
17,000 crore in investment,
generate around 16,000 jobs
and add 6.4 MT of capacity.

For the new round, the gov-
ernment has modified the
scheme design after reviewing
the experience of the first two
phases. Changes include lower
investment and capacity
thresholds, removal of manda-
tory annual incremental pro-
ductionrates,linking incentives
to actual incremental produc-
tionand revising thebaseyearto
2024-25.

Thethird round offersincen-
tive rates ranging from 4% to
15% for five years, starting in
2025-26,with payouts begin-
ningin2026-27.Intotal,across
allthreerounds, pledged invest-
ment under the specialty steel
PLI scheme now exceeds
344,000 crore,with the govern-
ment having disbursed 3236
crore in incentives so far. Steel
Secretary Sandeep Poundrik
urged the players to stick to the
timeline and avail the benefits
of the scheme which provides
incentives on production of spe-
